Kootenia River Bluegrass and Beyond Festival
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The Troy Fine Arts Council and the community of Troy invite you to our 2nd Annual Kootenia River Bluegrass and Beyond Festival. We feel this year’s line-up is even bigger and better then our first year event and promises to be one of the stellar line-ups of the summer all across the Pacific Northwest and Canada. We learned a lot from our first year and listened to the feedback from over 900 attendees that came for a taste of last year’s event. . Our line up this year is a great mix of the traditional sound of bluegrass, as well as the younger sound of the music that bluegrass has inspired for tomorrow’s pickers. Each band has its unique sound and could go toe to toe jamming with the Carter Family or Ralph Stanley. We are also reaching out to our Canadian neighbors, asking them to come on down and help us create a tradition. John Reischman and the Jaybirds don't need an introduction; Viper Central, from Vancouver BC, offers the pulse of what Canadian bluegrass has to offer; and Mighty Squirrel, showing us the roots of bluegrass that spread around the world, also has some north of the border roots.

Jackstraw, Loose Didgits, and Big Red Barn, three of the most sought out bands in the Inland Empire will show us why their pacific northwest is becoming headquarters for the national bluegrass scene. These bands, along with Bryan Bowers and his magical autoharp and storytelling, as well as Wise River Mercantile, a branch of Montana's infamous Broken Valley Roadshow, and Lincoln county’s own Ray and Shirley Jacobs, makes for a line up to live for.
We will continue to offer free dry camping on site for about 300 and will be working on the campground to make it more user-friendly. There will be motor home parking on site as well. We also will have satellite sites nearby for the overflow. If you are wondering about motels or all the possibilities of camping in our beautiful valleys, please check out our accommodation page on the web site. Our fees this year are $25 for 3-day pass with free camping on site when prepaid; $30 for 3-day pass at the gate with free camping; Friday $10, and Saturday $15.

The entire community of Troy is proud to be creating a tradition for the future of bluegrass in our area and will be offering discounts for restaurants and lodging. There will be a variety of food vendors, amazing instrument/vocal workshops from some of the best musicians in the northwest and enough jamming going on that you will continue to hear the sounds a week after the festival .We advise folks to purchase weekend passes on line to assure on site camping  . Please help us spread the word near and far that Troy is ready and willing to become the mecca for the future of bluegrass in northwest Montana. With all of your support we just might do that. 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Intermediate Jam at the Fall Festival

Since there was interest in intermediate jams at the Spring Jam we will continue with three intermediate jams at the Fall Festival.  We will keep the same song list so that you can keep practicing and really perfect these songs. 
For those of you new to the idea, here is an outline of what our intermediate jams are about.  They are for people who know their chords and can play at a moderate speed—about 150 beats a minute.  Each organized jam has an experienced leader.  No one cares if you make a mistake.  We are there to support each other and give people a chance to play with other people without the pressure of an advanced jam.  We are hoping that you will walk away from these jams with more confidence in yourself and perhaps even a new friend or two who will pick with you.  We have a song list so that you can practice ahead of time.  It was chosen by the three jam leaders in the Northern, Middle, and Southern Zones of the ISBA.  We are specifying a key since it is tough for mandolins and fiddles to change keys because they don't have capos. Friends of Bluegrass

In a time when the musical tastes in our culture have shattered into a thousand fragments, we cannot take it for granted that Bluegrass will survive and prosper.  One reason that Bluegrass has endured is that at its roots are songs about common human experiences:  family, love, values, the life of the spirit, and living in the natural world, not having everything you want but having what you need.  On the flip side of the coin, reasons there are questions of whether Bluegrass will survive another 50 years are: that these common human experiences have so changed since the inception of Bluegrass that for many people who have grown up in broken homes and lived in cities all of their lives there is little to relate to in Bluegrass music; that there are large numbers of people in our country who find it difficult to understand the themes of Bluegrass music and to appreciate its acoustic nature, simple harmonies, and honest lyrics. 

There are lots of reasons that Bluegrass should endure.  It is just plain fun to listen to. Learning to play it is a creative intellectual exercise, matched only by learning to play jazz. Most importantly, it promotes a view of life in a simpler time when people lived with less of everything, maintained loving families, and tried (sometimes they struggled) to live an upright life, or were punished if they were really bad. Idealized? Yes.  Something to work toward? Yes. 

For this reason, it is important that we recognize those in our Bluegrass community who have made a special effort to be sure that Bluegrass survives another generation.  Many of us appreciate the music.  Quite a few of us work as volunteers for a Bluegrass organization.  Some of us even play in Bluegrass bands.  All of these roles are necessary for the genre to continue, and these people deserve our praise and thanks.  Some people, however, have taken it upon themselves to be sure that Bluegrass gets seen and heard by the general public—often at some expense to themselves.  These people deserve special recognition, specifically Bob Greer, DBR Productions (Dennis Stokes and Brian Haken), Will Williams, and J.D. Webb.  Over the next few issues we will profile each of these leaders so that you will know more about who they are, what they do, and how to support them so that we can be sure that our music will be around for generations that come after us.
